The fully modified engine can produce
over 1,500 horsepower for a gasoline engine, and 1,000 horsepower for a
4-cylinder diesel engine.

“371 km/h.”, which is the fastest time in the history of the drag racing
community in Thailand. Souped Up Thailand Records is regarded as the
greatest event with a standard of rules, regulations, classification, time
recording, and especially safety.
